	Scope of site-specific activity
	The sub-project consists of two components.
Component 1. TUR-15. 1 “Major Rehabilitation of the Road to Marmashen Monastic Complex, Organization of Parking Lot and Establishment of Tourist Infrastructure”.
The following works are envisaged under the Component1: major rehabilitation of the 2.4 km long motor way to the monastic complex; removal of the reinforced concrete construction waste from road edges; improvement of the road edge zone; construction of a one-way 1 m wide sidewalk; installation of road signs and tourist signboards; equipment of the road with drainage system; construction of an external lighting system; construction of a parking lot within the boundaries of the community land; construction of a toilet and a guard stand in the area adjacent to the parking lot; construction of a water supply (2.4 km) and a sewer line for the toilet; installation of a local sewage treatment plant (with a capacity of 4 m3/day); construction of a sales platform, installation of sales pavilions. According to the design, the biological treatment plant is provided with a drainage well covered with a layer of gravel. At the treatment plant, the filtered and treated water will be piped into the drainage well. The connection point of the water line is located at the beginning of the road leading to Marmashen monastery, according to the technical condition given by "Veola Jur" CJSC.
Construction of a 40 kVA cage-style dead-end substation and power supply of the substation will be implemented through a 2660 m long underground cable from the last pole of the “Direction 10 KV TE4099” branch of the 110/35/10 KV “Vank” substation. Improvement of the toilet and market site and of the area adjacent to “Heghnar” spring; furnishing with benches, trash cans, tourist signboards will be conducted.
Component 2. TUR-15. 2 “Improvement of the Area of Marmashen Monastic Complex and Establishment of a Rest Zone in the Riverside Area”.
The following works are planned under the Component 2: installation of guard post - stand for selling candles near the road entering the territory of the Marmashen Monastic Complex; installation of a bollard to prevent the entry of vehicles inside the complex; reconstruction and paving of the entrance road (by stone slabs - marble limestone); improvement/ reconstruction of the access paths leading to the churches and rest zone; paving the paths with basalt slabs; removal of the construction debris left after archeological excavations and backfilling of the foundations of the northern and round churches opened as a result of excavations.
At the riverside area: construction of an observation deck with a metal railing; construction of stairs with basalt stones (1500x325mmx150mm and 2250x300mmx150mm); installation of benches, trash cans, external lighting of the monastery complex area; installation of signboards; construction of trenches along the slope to protect the structures of the monastic complex from surface water runoff; extension of the existing drainage system.

	Who owns the land?
Who uses the land (formal/informal)?
	The construction works planned for the Component 1 will be conducted on the land plots owned by Akhuryan community.  The territory of the monastic complex represents a state historical and cultural land. The monastic facilities were handed over to the Armenian Apostolic Church with the right of free use for indefinite time under the Resolution of the Government of the RA, thus the construction works planned under the Component 2 will be conducted on the land plots adjacent to the monastery complex proposed for the toilet and landscaping works is the property of Armenian Apostolic Church.
Part (300 m2) of the land plot planned for the parking lot area to be asphalted is privately owned. The total size of the land plot is 5000 m2, the size of the land plot to be donated is 300 m2, which is the 6% of the total land plot. The land plot to be donated is not used for any purpose, it is asphalted area. The donor will benefit from the sub project, because the sub project implementation will positively affect his assets, and create new opportunities and restored infrastructures for future initiatives.
The owner of the land plot lives out of the country. The Akhuryan municipality office has contacted him by phone, informed and proposed compensation for the land plot. The land owner refused compensation offered by the community, and proposed to voluntary donate the land plot for use under the Sub project. The land owner has no access to mailing.The owner has sent a letter of attorney (see Attachment 4 ) with his consent to the donation of the land plot to the community. The declaration on voluntary donation written by the authorized person is attached to the ESMP.
The subproject will not result in the temporary or permanent loss of crops, fruit trees, and/or household infrastructure.  There are no shops, kiosks or other businesses on the sub-project site or along the road to be rehabilitated.

	Description of physical and natural environment around the site
	  The Marmashen monastic complex is located in the Shirak region of the Republic of Armenia, 2.0 km south-west of the Vahramaberd village of the Marmashen community, and on the left bank of the Akhuryan river. This is one of the best monuments of Armenian architecture, which was the cultural and religious center of medieval Armenia. The Marmashen Monastery is included in the state list of Historical and Cultural Monuments of RA. The road to be repaired starts from the main road H-32 Gyumri-Kaps-Amasiya and ends at the entrance to the Marmashen monastery. This is a dilapidated road with remnants of old asphalt pavement and broken curbs. There is no vegetation along the entire road, only small bushes. At the entrance to the proposed parking lot, there are inoperative shopping pavilions. On the left, on the hill, is the memorial of “Kheghnar Akhbyur” water spring. At the entrance to the monastery and in the area around the monastery, large trees are planted, which will not interfere with the restoration of the road and will not be cut down. Down (150 m) from the monastery complex flows the Akhuryan river.
The cemetery is located southeast of the monastery complex.
The Marmashen Monastery Complex is included in the regional tourist routes of Gyumri as an important historical and cultural monument.
Even though, the churches are not functioning for daily religious purposes and they don’t belong to the Armenian Church,masses, weddings and baptisms are still held here by the Armenian Apostolic Church.

-	Law on Atmospheric Air Protection of RoA (1994)
The purpose of the Law on Atmospheric Air Protection is to define the main principles of the RoA, directed to the provision of purity of atmospheric air and improvement of air quality, prevention and mitigation of the chemical, physical, biological and other impacts on air quality and regulation of public relation. This Law also regulates the emission licenses and provides maximum allowed loads/concentrations for atmospheric air pollution, etc. 
According to this law, the contractor shall undertake construction activities as well as transportation and temporary storage of waste the way to minimize dust and other emissions.
-	Law on Waste of RoA (2004)
The law provides the legal and economic basis for the collection, transportation, disposal, treatment, re-use of wastes as well as prevention of negative impacts of waste on natural resources, human life and health. The law defines the roles and responsibilities of the state authorized bodies as well as of waste generator organizations in waste management operations.
According to this law, the waste generated from construction activities should be recycled as appropriate or disposed of in designated locations.
Disposal of the construction waste and excess material in selected locations must be approved by the local municipality in writing.
-	Law on Environmental Impact Assessment and Expertise of RoA (2014)
The law defines the type of activities that are subject to environmental impact assessment and environmental expertise. 
According to this law, the proposed reconstruction and Improvement works are subject to an environmental impact assessment and expertise, because the proposed work will be carried out in the territory of Marmashen monastery, which is included in the state list of Historical and Cultural Monuments  .
-	Law on Urban Development of RoA (1998) 
According to this law, planned works requires obtaining the construction permit.
· Law on the Preservation and Use of Immovable Monuments of History and Culture and the Historical Environment (1998). 
According to this Law the allocation of lands for construction, agricultural and other types of works in the areas of the monuments, development and design projects, engineering communication routes are coordinated with the authorized body in the prescribed manner. The Marmashen Monastery is included in the state list of Historical and Cultural Monuments.   In accordance with the established procedure the design task and the design sketch of the sub project were approved by the Scientific Methodical Group of the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport of RA. The minutes of the session  are attached to the design package.

Attachment 7: Minutes of public consultation on the draft Environmental and Social Management Plan 
The public consultation (PC) meeting was held in Vahramaberd village on March 14, 2023. The head of Administrative office of Vahramaberd settlement, ATDF and the local residents participated in the meeting. Overall 12 people participated in the meeting, from which 6 women. 
The Public consultation announcement was posted on ATDF web page and Akhuryan municipality web page and social media page on March 3, 2023. 
The head of Vahramaberd settlement administrative office opened the meeting by presenting the aim of the meeting and purpose of the sub project. 
ATDF social specialist presented the scope of construction works to be done under the sub project and the mitigation measures provided under the ESMP. The expected environmental impacts were presented including generation of construction waste, noise, movement of vehicles and vibrations.  As well as the mitigation measures were presented including construction waste transportation to designated landfill, management of working hours, management of the manpower and provision of safety measures, operation of vehicles, and transportation of construction materials under cover, as well as the  watering of the construction site. The measures were presented to avoid pollution of the river during the construction works. 
It was mentioned that voluntary donation of a land plot is planed under the sub project. The owner of the land plot has sent a letter of attorney, but the donation has not gone state registration yet. 
The GRM procedures were presented. The focal point of the sub project was presented and additionally informed about his responsibilities.
A question was raised on the start of construction works. The ATDF representative K.Grigoryan mentioned that the construction company tendering will be announced after the final approval of the ESMP, and that the procurement of the Contractor will last two months.
